· 0:20 – Women’s Role in Church, Seven Minute Seminary, Ben Witherington III
· 0:54 -- Two Problems:  1 Cor 14, 1 Tim 2

· #1, 1 Cor 14 – The context of this passage is CORRECTING PROBLEMS 

· Corinth – Women, WIVES, have been asking questions during worship.

· Paul says:  Ask your husbands at home!

· It was written to CORRECT SPECIFIC PROBLEMS.

· He says in 1 Cor 11 that it is fine for woment o pray and prophesy in the worship service, as long as it is done in an orderly manner.

· 2:24 -- #2, 1 Tim 2 -- A little different situation here.

· There are some “high status” women there Paul is trying to correct.  These are educated women.  They assume they could have high-profile roles in the church.  Women were in charge of the worship to Artemis.  “Why not Christianity too?” some women thought.
· Paul says:  Not So Fast!  You need to learn first, and listen before teaching.

· 3:22 -- The verb here means “not now permitting” and in NO Greek text that I know of does it mean “forever.”  He is correcting a problem of eager beavers.
· 4:01 -- And at the beginning of passage he is telling men what to do.  Again, he is fixing a problem.

· 4:30 – Actual examples of women in ministry

· Prophetesses, teachers, deaconesses, apostles, coworkers in ministry (references mentioned for each item)

· 5:47 – Basis for ministry roles in New Testament is not gender-based

· 6:30 – Women and men could both serve in a variety of roles

· 7:13 – No “male and female” in Galatians 3:28, which serves as sort of a Magna Carta.
